SHOW COMMITTEE REPORT
At the meeting of the Show Committee in December, the recent show was discussed and suggestions made to improve the next one.

The Ikebana ladies did not have sufficient blooms to work with this year due to the late bloom season.  Julia Jacobs has given permission to use the flowers from her garden for the next show to ease this problem.  More blooms will be needed so bring any extras you have.

Shifting the novice floral design will allow space for Yarrabee’s trade site to move into the meeting hall and the commission table will move to the corner near the kitchen but further forward to allow better access to the kitchen door.

It was decided that all floral designs would be staged in the activities hall against the yellow walls with one class possibly to be staged on free standing tables to be viewed from all sides.

Edna Pongrac’s suggestion to have a class staged on pedestals would be included.  Edna has offered to supply the pedestals.

Floral Design classes will be ‘Simply Iris’ and ‘Design using artificial irises’ as in previous shows.  Interpretive classes will be ‘Depicting the name of an Australian town or suburb’, ‘Depicting a food item’ and ‘A table design for a special occasion – name the occasion’.

The question of awarding prize money for 1st places in lieu of the $100 prize for the Grand Champions was discussed and more thought will be put into this idea before a decision is made.

In the cut sections, it was decided to reword the Grand Champion sash to read ‘Grand Champion Stem’ and to add one for ‘Grand Champion Floret’.

Two classes will be added for potted bearded iris and beardless iris.

The Peoples’ Choice Award will be from the Floral Design section.

If anyone has any ideas on how to attract more people to the show, we would like to hear them.  We discussed sending free tickets to all the garden clubs as we have done previously and reciprocal advertising at the Rose Show.  Another idea was to ask garden clubs with shows before ours to have leaflets to hand out.

GUEST SPEAKER: DAVID BARRINGTON-LILIUMS

Thanks to David for his very interesting talk on liliums. Below is a summary of some of the main points to consider when growing them.

Originally a Northern Hemisphere species, liliums have evolved through breeding. The main species and cultivars come from Holland and America. These are: 

REGALE (a true species) which has a variety of forms. A popular one is the trumpet form with a nice perfume. 

ASIATIC which is bred from Tiger Lilies for the cut flower trade. They are up-facing. Dreamland in particular has a huge bud count.

LA HYBRIDS are a cross between Longiflorums and Asiatics. They will bulk up and usually have pastel colours. Most will grow outside but some need shade.

ORIENTALS flower around Christmas time and are pink/white/reddish pink. They are large and highly perfumed. They are much harder to grow and need shade. Trumpets will grow to 8 feet high with large numbers of florets.

AURELIUMS are open bowl-shaped hybrids.

LO Longiflorum x Oriental have the vigor of a hybrid. Black Beauty and Leslie Woodroff are excellent growers on the plains.

Many varieties are readily available from retailers, supermarkets, nurseries and the Lilium Society.

SOIL  CONDITIONS

Orientals and most species need acid soil but some will grow in both kinds of soil.

LA Hybrids will grow in alkaline soil on our plains.

Multi Florum and Flora Plenum will grow on the Adelaide Plains.

Lilium Candidum (Madonna Lily) will grow in Alkaline soil and copes with dry conditions.

Tesselar and Van Diemen (bulbs) grow well in Alkaline soil.

BULBS

Bulbs are made up of a basal plate and scales which surround the plate. The plate will put out feeder roots.

Bulbs are best in new ground for 2-3 years after which they are ready for a new spot. Don’t let them dry out. Put bulb into fresh ground. Add mulch to top and allow feeder roots to develop to feed bulb. Don’t dig in compost as it may introduce organisms that attack the bulb. Plant in semi-shade, free from wind. 

Good drainage is needed.

Buy in autumn, after flowering, as early as possible.

Move lilies after they die back and leave 1/3 of the stem. Store in the crisper in damp sphagnum moss and take out at any time.

DISEASES
Liliums are susceptible to virus. Throw out wrinkled bulb if plant is not doing well. The basal plate will rot if it is too damp. They are also susceptible to bulb mites, slugs and snails, aphids and white fly. 

PROPOGATION

1. Divide

2. Plant the side bulbs

3. Plant satellite bulbs to form clumps or plant seeds from newly harvested pods.

4. Plant scale in drained potting mix or damp sphagnum moss. These will form grains which will develop into individual bulbs

5. Fertilise with Osmocote, Miracle Grow or Nitro Phosphate Blue. Do not use raw animal manure.
