Culture Notes: Nell Tanner

Nell told of her battle with weeds this year due to her changed circumstances. Stinging nettles make good fertiliser if mixed with water and fed to plants. Part of her usual program is to spray weeds with Roundup.

She plans for the next year by removing poor performing plants, labelling plants and keeping a map book organized on the computer.

Nell feeds her plants in late August with Sudden Impact, 6 weeks before flowering.

Some of her plants are spiking already.

Gardens in Japan-Neil and Pauline Smith.

Neil and Pauline showed pictures of gardens and sights from their year in Japan In 2006. The majority of snaps were from the mountainous region of Nagano, though there were some pictures of Hokkaido and Tokyo. Flowers featured were Cherry blossoms, Clematis, Magnolia, Oriental lilies, Chrysanthemums and wild Hydrangea. They showed several formal gardens, some of which incorporated borrowed scenery along the Chinese style. Mountainous landscapes of autumn leaves also featured.
