Demonstration of floral design techniques for the show

Edna gave an instructive and informative talk and demonstration, explaining the Iris Show Schedule and what they represented to her.

All sections -  open, novice and junior are governed and judged by the same rules.

Mention was made that the topics for the juniors were too difficult to interpret. To encourage the Novices and juniors to participate the topics need to be kept simple. e.g. Arrangements using 5 to 7 Iris.

The Schedule 

· An interpretation depicting the name of an iris. There are many to choose from e.g. Blue staccato, Autumn Circus. Take for example Autumn Circus - Autumn pertains to yellow reds , oranges greens and browns and Circus can mean clowns. If you grew and used the iris Autumn Circus , more points may be obtained although not necessary.

· Interpretation - Depicting a nursery rhyme. There are hundreds of nursery rhymes that can be used e.g. Twinkle twinkle little star. Baa Baa Black Sheep etc. Remember when choosing your material the iris flowers must predominate and the accessories be in proportion.

· Design using only natural material . This means existing or derived from nature. NOT MAN MADE. Coloured sticks or sprayed material would not be according to schedule.

· Artificial iris - Means just what it says - Not Fresh

Two Suggestions when entering in a Show

· Interpretation of the schedule is as important as the design. The design is often suggested by the container and even the choice of the plant material.

· Use flowers at the peak of perfection and have all plant material well conditioned so that it does not wilt.

Choosing containers
· Choose wisely

· Avoid containers with small tops

· Remember clear glass is hard to hide the mechanics

· Containers with flowers or designs painted on them detract from the arrangement

· Use modern containers for modern arrangements

· Use formal containers for massed arrangements

·  Always remember the arrangement has to last

· Cover your oasis / wire with foliage that matches your arrangement

· Use colourd glass, stone and pebbles to cover the mechanics.
Conditioning flowers and foliage
· When choosing flowers make sure they are fresh 

· Pick early morning or later in the afternoon and place th stems in water and store in a cool place

· Foliage need to be treated in the same way

· Do not submerge them under the waterMake sure the foliage Is mature as new young foliage tends to wither easily.

A Few Tips
· Use your own creative ability as much as possible- be yourself and interpret your own ideas.

· Never try to use in a show, for the first time, a flower container or any material that you have not tried to work with before. Try it first. I did not try a container first and it leaked over the show bench. ( Some porcelain or pottery vases are not sealed and therefore will leak)

· Let the interpretation of the class you select be obvious to the judge. Your container and material should look as though they belong together.

· Rules can be broken occasionally but in general stick to the rules such as - 1 - 1 ½ times the height or width of the container. Keep to one or two colours and keep it simple.

· Don’t be discouraged by what someone else says about your arrangement.

· Always remember that the arrangement must look good from all angles. A judge does not judge an arrangement looking directly front on but from all sides.

· Last but not least ENJOY and have FUN with iris and other flowers and foliage.

John complimented Enda’s demonstration with various other arrangements reiterating points previously made.

He explained how, using a large blue glass container and blue dutch iris could look effective if proportion and scale are incorporated with good balance front to back and side to side. John brought in three vertical arrangements and explained the use of both mixed material in a red massed arrangement or using one variety of flowers in matching or coordinating containers. The latter two had orange leucospernums in a brown container and pink oriental poppies in a pink container. Photographs were taken for club prosterity.
