ANN HEAD gave an interesting Show Presentation with hints for how to Show for Exhibition.

· Sellect right stems in garden. Trim leaves if diseased. Trim to mimic the conture of leaf.Use spaces if necessary to keep branching away from stem.

· Transport.  Use tissue to hold bloom closed. Take care not to effect bloom.

             Support stem when transporting.

             When top bloom folding, remove it. One open bloom should be up top. Enter as floret.

· To enter Floret. No buds  Max allowed for stem from bace 5cm or less. Too much stem and it sits up. Remove spades so no buds.

· Stems   Do not remove spades. Leaf trimming to be kept at a minimum.

· Place in bottle.
· Place leaf up out of neck of bottle. Use wedge of stem, slice in half if necessary. No corks. Natural appearance. Wedges not above neck of bottle. 5mm fine.

· Small P.C. 3 stems oasis may be used.

· If stem too thick trim stem (makes it fragile) 
· Using wide neck bottle use lots of wedges.

· Tall bearded display at appropriate height. 

· Small species display in small containers.
Ann was thanked for her demonstration and hints.
