We are currently in a record heat wave for November since 1894 so this will burn and lessen any bloom on irises left. Iris pallida and its forms are in flower as is a few of the older TBs that I received from Tony Ronnfeldt a couple of years ago. 
Seed pods are forming on some of the aril species – most crosses did not take due to the wet winter/early spring.
