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From the left clockwise: Two small species irises that flowered for the first time this week. On the left is Iris sari which is widespread in central and eastern Turkey. The seed was received from Alan McMurtrie in Canada with the wrong name attached but that it was collected in the USSR.  The next one came as a rhizome this year wrongly labelled too and it has proved to be another form of Iris sari. Both had the same wrong name which I find hard to believe. It was only when I posted them on the Scottish Rock Garden Club online forum under my heading of ‘Oncos in the Southern Hemisphere’ did I get replies as to which species they really were.

The next is Iris marsica which is native to Italy on limestone hills at 1100-1700m. It came as British Iris Society seed in 2001.The height of this one is about 4cm or 10” high. Easy to grow.


The last one is Iris kirkwoodii which is native to Syria, is an oncocyclus, and grow at 750m on limestone hills. Grown from seed again and flowering for the first time this year – this particular clone.
